♦ If I am a university student, can I participate in the contest? 

Participation is open to all individuals aged 35 or under who have obtained a five-year degree in 

architecture and/or related disciplines. 

 

♦ Is it necessary to design for a specific location? 

The competition does not require the project to be set in a site defined by the organizers; however, each 

proposal must be grounded in and related to a real context, clearly outlining its characteristics and 

critical issues. 

 

♦ What happens to the selected projects? 

The awarded projects will be exhibited during the Architecture Festival “Who Will Live in the Empty 

Houses?”, scheduled in Turin from 7 to 9 July 2026 at the Former Fish Market in Porta Palazzo. The works 

may also be promoted through publications, institutional communication, and other cultural initiatives 

connected to the Festival. 
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♦ Will exhibition materials be provided? 

The exhibition setup will be curated by the festival organizers. 

 

♦ Will the names of the jury members be made public? 

Yes. The composition of the jury will be made public. All updates will be available on our website and
